	RG gave us an update on points raised at the national meeting:

· National group requires a new member and minute taker. If there are any volunteers please pass your name to the group.
· The group requested an updated list of custodians and software they use.
· There had been some issues with data loading to the SRWR
· The November upload appeared to be missing some streets

· Road Geometry was missing so symology then used the start and end coordinates to show the road.

· One RAUC area group raised concerns about getting migrated to the new conventions. Ongoing issues with the data and the suppliers.
· Convention changeover date is set at 28th February 2021.

	· Improvement service update (Will add as an agenda item for future):

· Majority of time is currently being spent helping users migrate to v4.
· 9 LA have successfully loaded a v4 compliant gazetteer.

· Several others are close with less than 50 errors

· IS will provide a WMS facility to everyone once all are moved to version 4. This will allow you to view your uploaded files to check for accuracy.
· Expectation is that the majority of organisations will be able to upload a successful v4 compliant gazetteer by the end of the month.

· It was discovered that some checked were missing and had been turned on unexpectedly meaning some users had good uploads one day & then errors appearing the following day.

· Clarification will be provided to software providers around dates. Formatting should all be the same and they should be in the right sequence i.e. end date shouldn’t be able to be before start date.

· Whitelisting will be enabled this weekend so everyone must complete that exercise if they have records it is identifying.
· Group discussion around progress / problems with migration to new conventions:

· JOB appears to be discrepancies with ESU & Street layer in new system. They look different, however street layer doesn’t seem to be editable. KR also noticed this. Possibly the street layer is coming from the ASD data. Will query with provider.

· WN working with provider on fixing geometry and has been a combination of inhouse & supplier. Seems that ESUs aren’t being refreshed and it doesn’t like hammerheads. They are going to do away with coordinate groups.

· JG have issues with intersection errors causing problems with ASD errors. Also having to move duplicate vertices.
· DS has approx. 900 issues with geometry mainly for the ASD. When data was loaded it appears to be missing some points of geometry now, mainly with footpaths. Also has duplicate node points on some streets and nodes on top of each other is a failure. Export type C for CAG includes closed streets but that is causing errors in CAG and no way to export without them.

· KR is having same issue as others. Node issue was there but he was able to delete. Geometry failures on new ESUs for Footpaths. Nodes not snapping. Provider created a layer to show unassigned ESU. Clicking this shows that there is actually 3 or 4 overlapping ESU and this is possibly historical data from old system.

· RG confirmed OSG working to 1m accuracy so no need to have nodes much closer than that together, it certainly doesn’t need to be to 5 decimal places.
· RG demonstrated issues with automation of ESUs when you have a start and end of the road but lots of ESUs coming off it. Automation tries to join them all together, so the only ends not connected are at the start & end of road, even if some of the ESUs went to other road ends.
· OS Highway product will have Scottish data in it from the March release. This will include the USRN.
· OP suggested that anyone that has just moved to WDM WebNSG should contact David Spence of Shetland as he has setup and user group that meets regularly. 
· Everyone was happy to continue meeting every 6 months. The next meeting will be setup for August.
