· Gazetteer Submissions will be made centrally to IS in the future

· IS will then distribute to relevant parties (SRWR / Emerg Serv etc)
· Symology are going to take a fresh cut of the gazetteer for the new system. Date for this hasn’t been determined yet.

· Help is being offered to Trunk Road Operators with getting their ASD into a version 4 compliant format.

· WDM & Aligned Assets have access to OSG for importing test files for compliance with the new version.

· All test to be in place for 1st Jan and document for suppliers has been produced and is about to be circulated.

· The error messages are in plain English but any queries should be directed to PW.

· Symology online training module will be available in February 2020.
· Concerns were raised about the deadline date for new conventions, particularly in relation to the resource & money required to meet them. It was asked that this be brought up at the national meeting.

· Glasgow currently moving LSG provider to Uniform, however problems have been hit with the migration.

· The Roadnet Usergroup are currently investigating options for updating the software to meet new convention or coming up with a plan B, moving to a new system etc.
